SUBJECT: Father's Love


The Lord's Table recalls the Father's love for His children.  His love is eternal in its origin; it was proven at the cross; we feel it now, in part; we will know it fully in the life to come.  PRIVATE 


Some believers are of the opinion we mustn't think too much of God's love for us.  If we do--they say--it will distort the Divine character and breed presumption in us and--especially--in our children.  


If this is so, we ought not to do it.  But is it?  If so, where's the proof?  Anecdotal evidence won't do.  What verses in the Bible warn us of thinking too much on our Father's love?  What men went to hell because they were too mindful of it?   Did John disfigure Him when he wrote "God is love"?  Such warnings do more harm than good.  And sometimes cause the very things they're designed to prevent. 


The Bible teaches: The believer cannot think too much on His Father's love.  Jude says, "Keep yourselves in the love of God".  Paul wants us to know "what is the width and depth and length and height--to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge".  As for our Lord?  He said: "The Father Himself loves you".  


The people who know this will be changed by it.  Thinking much on the love of God will make them love Him with an undying passion.  "We love Him because He first loved us".  It will also make us love His people.  If God "receives" them--says Paul--we must too must welcome them into our fellowship--and without "doubtful disputations".  It will make us love the unlovely too--sinners of the worst sort.  For what were we "When the kindness and the love of God our Savior appeared?"  We know: "Foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving various lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful and hating one another".  


And so, as we come to the Lord's Table, let's think deeply on the love of God.  And be changed by it.  For Christ's sake.  Amen.
